 § 1

The subject of the agreement sets forth the conditions for the payment of tuition fees in accordance with article 43 § 4.2, article 160 § 3, and article 269 § 2 of the Regulation of 27 July 2005 Law for Higher Education (Journal of Laws of 2012, item 572 with subsequent amendments), further referred to as the regulation.

§ 2

The University declares that it meets the requirements set forth in articles 9, 9a, and 9c of the regulation and regulations issued based on it, including:

1) all human resources and other necessary conditions, including facilities and other essential material resources, to provide educational services in the course of study of .............................................................................. undertaken by the Student, and the University declares that it will fulfill them to the end of the Student's planned period of study (including possible extensions of this period in accordance with the Rules and Regulations Governing Studies at the University of Gdańsk)

2) requirements stemming from prevailing educational standards preparing the Student for the teaching profession, including the total number of class hours taught by persons holding the required qualifications.

§ 3

1. The University declares that: 

1) conditions for study set forth are in accordance with the requirements of articles 160 and 161 of the regulation, in University of Gdańsk Senate Resolution 12/12 of 29 March 2012 regarding the introduction of the Rules and Regulations Governing Studies at the University of Gdańsk with subsequent amendments, and specifically with regard to conditions of study in subsequent academic years/semesters*, including: information including the list of subjects with the number of hours of lectures, classes, and laboratory and/or practical sessions, the names and titles of persons conducting these sessions, the location and time of them, how they will be taught, and the requirements for passing them will be provided to the Student before the beginning of the each academic year/semester*.

2) the course of study undertaken by the Student will conclude with his or her earning the title of:

§ 4

The University declares that in the event that it is liquidated, the University authorities will take active measures to ensure the Student can complete his or her course of study under conditions similar to those set forth in this agreement. 

§ 5

in accordance with the binding ordinance from the Rector regarding tuition fees for  educational services rendered to foreigners by the University of Gdańsk.

2. The tuition and fees set forth in § 5 section 1.1 are, in the first year of study, increased by the equivalent sum of 200 euros (non-refundable recruitment fee) for payment of recruitment procedures regardless of the number of courses of study undertaken or the type of education.

§ 6

Tuition fees for educational services are paid by the Student for the entire academic year in advance to the bank account of the University of Gdańsk that is designated separately for this type of payment.

§ 7

While rendering educational services, the University must meet the requirements of legislation for the protection of the privacy of personal information, and obliges the Student to submit in writing any changes in his or her personal information in this agreement. The consequences of the failure to do this are the Student's exclusively.

§ 8

This agreement expires upon the Student's graduation.

§ 9
1. Either of the parties to this agreement can terminate it effective at the end of the semester in which the notice to terminate is submitted:

1) The University can terminate the agreement if:

a) the Student has been struck off legally from the list of students; 

b) the University loses accreditation to teach courses at specified levels of study;

c) the Student has failed to meet the obligations imposed upon him or her by this agreement;

2) The Student can terminate the agreement if: 

a) he or she submits written notice of withdrawal from his or her course of study;

b) he or she submits written notice of withdrawal from one or more educational services defined in § 5 section 1; 

c) the the University loses accreditation for courses in the course of studies at a given degree level;

d) the University fails to meet the obligations as set forth in this agreement.

2. The University will refund all tuition fees paid for a given year of study if the foreign Student is granted leave or withdraws from his/her course of study for health reasons confirmed by a medical certificate or for other documented, substantive reasons; however, this sum will be reduced by the equivalent of 200 euros in the first year of study, and for doctoral or post-diploma courses.

§10

1. Any amendments  to this agreement must be made in writing, of the agreement will be null and void. 

2. Any matters not addressed by this agreement are subject to the regulations of the Civil Code..

3. The parties to this agreement will endeavor to resolve amicably all disputes arising from this agreement. In the event of failure to reach agreement, the parties will submit the matter to the court of law with jurisdiction related to the official address/residential address of the party summoned before it. 

4. This agreement has been drawn up in two identical copies, one for each party to this agreement.
